• Significantly, in 2024, WHO newly exceeded the 
indicators on Policy and on Coherence and met 
the Programmatic Gender-Related SDG results 
indicator for the first time.

Areas for improvement

• UN Women encourages WHO to prioritize 
the three indicators currently approaching 
requirements: Financial Resource 
Allocation, Equal Representation of 
Women and Capacity Development.
